* A Legacy Giving Ministry Team was formed by Council in October 2020 and two
presentations have been shared during live streamed worship in December 2020
and in January 2021.
* An ad hoc small group took specialized training from our Stewardship and
Special Gifts Officer, Rev. Dave Jagger, from November 2020 through January
2021, forming a tentative plan for the next two years. Dave will be checking our
progress on that plan in six months to keep us on track.
